Dear Valued Partner:

As many of you are already aware the US Customs Department will be implementing a new security related program called 10 + 2 or Importer Security Filing (ISF).  This regulation will go into effect on January 26, 2009.  ISF will require the importer to transmit 10 data elements to Customs PRIOR to a shipment being allowed to be loaded onto a vessel. What this means is that vendors will be required to provide this information to the freight forwarders at the time they place the booking. As of January 26, 2009, your shipment will not be allowed to be loaded onto the vessel until all 10 data elements have been transmitted and accepted by Customs.  Below is a list of the 10 data elements that will be required to be transmitted and accepted by Customs prior to a shipment being loaded on a vessel.   Please note that once the ISF rule is being enforced, failure to comply with all requirements will cause ship delays and monetary penalties.  We need your cooperation and partnership in helping us to comply with this new process.  If you have any questions, or need further information please feel free to contact me.  

Importer Security Filing (ISF) Data Elements:

1.
Manufacturer (or supplier) name and address

· Name and address of the entity that last manufactures, assembles, produces, or grows the commodity.  Or- 

· Name and address of the supplier of the finished goods in the country from which the goods are leaving. Or-

· Name and address if the manufacturer (or supplier) listed as manufacturer identification (MID) number on entry.

· CBP will accept a DUNS number in lieu of the name and address.

2.
Seller name and address 

· Name and address of the last known entity by whom the goods are sold or agreed to be sold.  If no purchase, then name and address of the owner of the goods.

· CBP will accept a DUNS number in lieu of the name and address.

3.    Buyer (Owner) name and address 

· Name and address of the last known entity to whom the goods are sold or agreed to be sold.   If no purchase, then name and address of the owner of the goods.

· CBP will accept a DUNS number in lieu of the name and address.

4.
Ship to name and address 

· Name and address of the first deliver-to party scheduled to physically receive the goods after the goods have been released from customs custody.

Not the corporate address

-
If unknown, provide the name of the facility where the goods will be unladen.

-
May provide the name and address of an in-land distribution center if the specific ship to name/ address is unknown at the time of the ISF filing.

-
CBP will accept a DUNS number in lieu of the name and address.

5.
Container stuffing location

· Name and address(es) of the physical location(s) where the goods were stuffed into the container.  For break bulk shipments, the name and address(es) of the physical location where the goods were made "ship ready".

Scheduled stuffing location may be provided..

-
May be the same name/ address as the manufacturer (supplier).

-
CBP will accept a DUNS number in lieu of the name and address.

6.
Consolidator (stuffer) name and address 

· Name and address of the party who stuffed the container or arranged for the stuffing of the container.  For break bulk shipments, the name and address of the party who made the goods "ship ready" or the party who arranged for the goods to be made "ship ready".

· CBP will accept a DUNS number in lieu of the name and address.

7.
Importer of record number 

· Internal Revenue Service (IRS) number, Employer Identification Number (EIN), Social Security Number (SSN), or CBP assigned number of the entity liable for payment of all duties and responsible for meeting all statutory and regulatory requirements incurred as a result of importation. 

· For FTZ, the IRS number, EIN, SSN, or CBP assigned number of the party filing the FTZ documentation with CBP must be provided.  Same number as on CF 3461.

· Improvements Employer Identification Number will be available on Vendor Net.  

8.
Consignee number 

· Internal Revenue Service (IRS) number, Employer Identification Number (EIN), Social Security Number (SSN), or CBP assigned number of the individual(s) of firm(s) in the United States on whose account the merchandise is shipped.

· Same as the "consignee number" on CBP Form 3461.

9.
Country of origin 

· Country of manufacture, production, or growth of the article, based upon the import laws, rules and regulations of the U.S. This element is the same as the "country of origin" on CBP Form 3461.

10.  HTS number at 6 digit level 

· Duty/statistical reporting number under which the article is classified in the HTS. 

· The HTS number is required to be provided to the 6 digit level. 

· The HTS number may be provided up to the 10 digit level. 

· Improvements will verify all HTSUS numbers and will provide an approved list by item to each vendor for all goods shipping after January 26th, 2009.
Timing Requirements for ISFs- Regular/ FTZ shipments

File 24 hours before cargo laden:
1.  Importer of record number

2.  Consignee number

3.  Seller (Owner) name/ address

4.  Buyer (Owner) name/ address

5.  Ship-To party

6.  Manufacturer (Supplier) name/ address

7.  Country of origin

8.  Commodity HTSUS #

File ASAP but no later than 24 hours before arrival
9.  Container stuffing location

10.  Consolidator name/ address

January 26, 2009- January 25, 2010:
· Industry compliance with 10 + 2 is required

· CBP will commence public outreach for informed compliance

· CBP will not assess liquidated damages against the bond securing the ISF or "no load" messages for violations

Beginning January 26, 2010:
· CBP will assess liquidated damages against the bond securing the ISF in the amount of $5,000, in addition to penalties applicable under other provisions of law

· CBP will assess "no load" massages

· CBP has stated: "If circumstances warrant, CBP reserves the right to take any and all actions required to protect the security of the Unites States".

It is business critical that our partners understand and comply with all Import regulations.  All ISF data is considered confidential.
