 


“New” Lacey Act- effective April 1, 2009

The Lacey Act is a new federal law that makes it unlawful to import, export, transport, sell , receive acquire or purchase in interstate or foreign commerce any plant taken in violation of U.S. State or any foreign law that protects plants. 

On April, 1, 2009 the Lacey Act requires an import declaration for all plants and plant products, except plant based packaging used exclusively to import other products. Improvements vendors must file a declaration to be included with the import package that contains the scientific name of the plant, the value of the importation, quantity and the name of the country from which the plant was taken.
