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7. then click on the button that says sites [image: image6.png]
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8. In the “Add this site to the zone:” area type in your web address and click add.  The website you enter should be the website you access to retrieve orders.  I.E. If you are a Cinmar vendor, you’ll use https://frontgatevn.ccsginc.com; if you are with Ballard, you’ll use https://ballarddesingsvn.ccsginc.com; and so on.
9. Now click Ok which will take you back to here

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11. Find the heading called “ActiveX Controls and Plug-ins”. Change all the setting that have the [image: image11.bmp] icon to “Enable”
12. Once they are all marked “Enable” click [image: image12.png]
